WAPCOS has also
mentioned the terms of payments. The total area of Jammu Cantonment is 2485.356 Acres.
The rep of the company gave presentation to PCB and CEO and further revised rates have
been received vide their letter No. Nil dated 22-10-2013 i.e Rs.750/-per acre as such it will
cost to the tune of Rs. 18.64,017/-. This matter was discussed with Additional Director
General (Project)during his visit to Dte Defence Estates, Northern Command on 21.11.2013
and it was opined that in this matter meeting has been held with M/s WAPCOS, who have
Justified the higher rates in small Cantonment as mobilization cost is not feasible in small
Cantonments , at lower rates as such justified the higher side cost. No rep. of Station HQrs or
State Revenue Department is required since survey is to be carried out by public sector




undertaking organization which is an independent body. In this matter directions have also
been received from Dte Defence Estates Western Command Chandigarh vide their letter
No.21/4788/L/DE dated 18-12-2013 to ensure the completion of survey work accordingly.

10.Grant of Extension Improvement of Drainage System at Narwal Pain W.No.l
Jammu Cantt

Reference CBR No.21 dated 22-11-2011.

The work of improvement of drainage system at Narwal Pain W.No.l Jammu Cantt
was allotted to M/s Shesh Paul Gupta 20-A Shastri Nagar Jammu vide CBR quoted above.
The work was being carried out by the said contractor but Irrigation department had given
notice under Section 74 of J&K Water Resources (Regulation and Management)Act, 2010 to
stop the work immediately. The work was got stopped at site and Irrigation department was
informed that the said Nallah is flowing since last more than 60 years and the State Govt
Sewarage and Drainage Circle Jammu has already initiated a proposal of diversion of nallah
parallel to 23 wing AF station boundary wall towards Landoi Choi nallah flowing
downstream toward PCDA office complex near Jiwan Nagar, Jammu. In the light of State
Govt Sewerage Department proposal , this office had dropped the construction/improvement
work near State Govt PHE department overhead tank. Hence it is proposed to grant further
extension to M/s Shesh Paul Gupta for a period of 60 days for the completion of left out
repairing work upto CDA road culvert edge so that same could be automatically connected
with proPosed State Govt. nallah. The original time for completion of above work was given
up to 10" June 2012 , which was extended upto 15" July 2012, due to adverse site conditions.
Relevant case file alongwith report of JE is placed on the table.

10-12-2013 to check and verify the reasonability of minimum rates received. In response of
the same GE Satwari vide his letter 8007/Gen/809/E8 dated 16-12-2013 has given his report,
stating that rates received for above referred Term contract (Building, Schools and Misc
Public Improvements) rates are in higher side as per prevailing rates.

12.Purchase of Dental Chair for G B Pant Cantt General Hospital
Reference CBR No.3 dated 29-06-2013 and CBR No.4 dated 6-9-2013.

To consider the quotations for purchase of one dental chair as invited by issuing
notice in the news paper viz. Amar Ujala (Hindi) and Indian Express (English) of Delhi
edition and Daily Excelsior at Jammu vide this office notice No.CBJ/Store/2013-14/X-ray/99
dated 10-08-2013 . The quotations were invited in two bid system i.e technical bid and
financial bid in two separate envelops item wise. Three quotations for purchase of dental
chair were received. The technical bids for purchase of dental chair were opened by the
committee constituted for the purpose on 31-08-2013. But the committee on 31-08-2013
could not evaluate the technical bids of dental chair due to non presence of Rep of 16 CDU
who was the only technical expert among committee members constituted for the purpose.

The circular agenda/resolution dated 27-08-2013 for constitution of committee for
purchase of Dental chair, X-ray machine and Ultrasound Machine in connection with opening
and evaluation of technical bids for purchase of dental chair , X-ray machine and ultrasound
machine was placed before the Board vide its CBR No.4 dated 6-9-2013 for approval and
Board further decided that Sh Bharat Bhushan , Elected member who is member of the
technical evaluation bid opening committee also, should pursue the matter for finalization of




recommendations of the technical evaluation bid committee with the help of Col Sanjeev
Kumar, Col ‘Q” and Col. B.S.Sandhu, Adm Comdt. Board has further resolved that in case of
any firm is not conforming the required criteria as advertised in respective items ,financial
bid may not be considered/opened by the committee. Accordingly, Sh Bharat Bhushan ,
Elected member pursue the matter for finalization of recommendations of the technical
evaluation bids with the rep of 16 CDU 166 MH who is the technical officer for the same

The committee perused the technical bids received and found that none of the vendor
confirmed the criteria of required dental chair.
